I have mentioned this many times in the past, but it is worth repeating again now: as busy as the fall 
marching season is, the winter/spring performance season is busier!  
That may not seem possible, but we have so many different activities going on at the same time in the 
spring, that we all spend a lot of time and effort planning, preparing, and performing. For instance, in 
January, we returned from winter break and immediately had the St. Louis All Suburban Honors Con-
cert. Cara Welker was in the Concert Band and Mark Carvallo was in the Jazz Band, and Mrs. Kinwor-
thy and I both attended the rehearsals and concerts that weekend.  
The next weekend, S.I.U.E. hosted an Honors Band. Cara and Mark, along with Laura Deutschmann, 
Joni Deno, Anthony Larson, Paul J. Smith, Amber Dupuy, and Danny McGrath participated and per-
formed.  
At the same time there were Pep Band performances at boy's and girl's home basketball games. All 
South High Band students are required to perform in the Pep Band at three home games.  
In January we also begin the registration process for the next school year. Discussions in our classes, 
visits to the Middle Schools, meetings with the incoming Freshman parents, and review and revision of 
band rosters are all part of registration. All that consumes many hours of time on the part of staff and 
parents. 
 
Just this past week we also performed in the State Large Ensemble Festival at Lindbergh High 
School. In the world of high school bands, spring band festival is a very important performance, and in 
our district we must be prepared to play our best in early March! Many other districts in the state will 
not have their band festivals until late March, or even April. Having the students ready to play for a 
rating is a very tough task, especially as early as it is. 
 
The good news is that both sections of the Symphonic Band performed very well. Section 1 (the group 
which meets 2nd block and is primarily freshman and sophomores) received a "2" rating, which desig-
nates an excellent performance. Section 2 (8th block and primarily juniors and seniors) received a "1" 
rating, which is the top rating and designates a superior performance. 
 
The same week as large ensemble festival, the students performed in the District Solo and Small En-
semble Festival at Florissant Valley Community College. Our student soloists and ensembles received 
14 "1" ratings, which is outstanding. Those who received a "1" are eligible for the State Music Festival, 
held on May 1st at the University of Missouri - Columbia. 
 
On the same day as solo/ensemble festival, Mrs. Kinworthy and the Symphonic Percusssion traveled 
to Lebanon, Missouri, for the Mid-Missouri Percussive Arts Trophy, a day long event with clinics, con-
certs, and competition. Our percussion ensembles were featured in an evening performance for all 
who attended the day of percussion. 
 
And speaking of percussion, two of our students, Corey Axelson and Nicole Ulmer, are performing this 
year with Gateway Indoor Percussion. This is an independent, world class indoor percussion ensem-
